Ohio University is a member of OhioLINK, (http://www.ohiolink.edu/) a 
consortium of libraries throughout the state of Ohio.

REGISTRATION FOR LIBRARY SERVICES 
 
Registration for library services is handled as part of your registration for courses.  Once you have registered, your information will be 
sent to the library database.  Registration will allow you to use electronic resources or request and borrow books from OhioLINK 
libraries.    FYI:  OhioLINK book borrowing is for Ohio Residents only.

Outside Ohio: 
 
OhioLINK only extends to students living in the state of Ohio.  If you are out of state, you need to secure books and other materials 
from a public library in your area, either from directly borrowing from the nearest library or via their Interlibrary Loan.   
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ACCESS TO PERIODICAL/RESEARCH DATABASES 
 
Access to Periodical/Research Databases are also available from both OhioLINK and Ohio University Libraries.   There are many 
databases available, both to article citations and to full text articles.  

 
How to access databases: 

• Point your browser to Ohio University Libraries Home Page http://www.library.ohiou.edu/ and click on INFOTREE.  
INFOTREE is SUBJECT GATEWAY for research.  INFOTREE contains databases, web sites, web gateways, 
collections, etc.  Note:  when you try to access a database of your choice you will be asked: 

o via Ohio University Authentication page:  your LAST NAME and SOCIAL SECURITY (this will 
authenticate you on our server).  After you fill this in, you will be directed to the database of your choice.   

o via OhioLINK Authentication Page you will be asked for the University that you are affiliated with (Ohio 
University) and then your LAST NAME, FIRST NAME and SOCIAL SECURITY NUMBER.  After you fill in 
this information you will be connected to the database of your choice.  

 
INTERLIBRARY LOAN (fyi:  does not include books) 
If you are a registered student and the Athens campus is your home library, please use Interlibrary Loan to request articles, book 
chapters, conference papers and dissertations THAT YOU CANNOT LOCATE VIA ALICE, OHIOLINK OR FROM AN ELECTRONIC 
SOURCE.    
 
DOCUMENT DELIVERY  
If you are a registered student and the Athens campus is your home library, please use Document Delivery to request articles, book 
chapters, or conference papers LOCATED IN ALDEN LIBRARY OR THE LIBRARY ANNEX.   
 
Your request will be sent to you via email within 48 hours. 
From email, you will login to Document Delivery and download electronically received items.     
 
If Athens IS NOT YOUR HOME LIBRARY, this service is not available.  Please request items using Interlibrary Loan.
